Material and methods
Papers are invited for oral or poster presentation at ICCR 2010. All the 3-4 page full papers must be submitted by no later than January 15, 2010. Please write the papers as the sample paper below and submit them in MS-Word format. It should be submitted only through our web-site (http://www.iccr2010.org) and this on-line paper submission will be available from December 1, 2009 to January 15, 2010. After reviewing of all the papers by our scientific committee, the authors will be notified the acceptance. Authors will be informed about presentation type, either oral or poster.
Use of Figures 

Figures should be centred with white space on either side (Figure 1) or they should be wide enough to take up the full width of the page (Figure 2). Figures like Figure 2 that fill two columns should be positioned at the top or bottom of the page. No paragraph text is to appear at the sides of a figure. Figures should not extend into the margins. Put a blank line before a figure (using the normal style). However, no blank line is necessary if the figure appears at the top of the page.
Use of Tables

Tables should also have the caption Iccr_Caption, manual numbering and the following style:
